It is fair to say that I like to be in the midst of conversation, activity, and the busyness of life.  In 

fact I find it almost inconceivable that there will be a moment when life on this side of the eternal 

divide will cease to be.

Yet, as I was there lost in thought with little Samuel, I couldnôt help but posit one question, ñWhere 

does the curiosity go, and when does the sense of wonder become acceptance and dull torpor?ò  

The reason I ask the thought question is because it seems like a totally optional state of being. There 

are those who approach the world with a sense of questioning, reflection, and a joyful embrace all 

of their lives.   Such people keep being amazed and caught up in the wonder of it all, and others 

seem like they are just getting through the day and enduring life. There are people you know who 

are always reading a new book, asking lots of questions, and in general seeking to expand their 

view of the world.   What accounts for the difference?  Is it because for some life has dealt harsh 

blows and unkind circumstances, or is it because some live life with a form of deep gratitude for 

their creation and the creation that they are blessed to be a part of for some undetermined amount 

of time.  It is interesting to note the things that holding a small wriggling, smiling, and babbling 

child can make you think about. 
 

It is my humble prayer that as we journey with Samuel through the years, we will remember that 

sense of wonder; reaffirm the blessing of his birth, our own creation, and the world in which we all 

have a place and part to play.  They say, ñAnd a child shall lead theméò May one so small lead us 

in ways that embrace and choose life and living.
